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I ntroduction

Writers Guild of America, West, Inc. (WGAW) is pksd to submit the following comments
in response to the Federal Communications Commmss(6CC) July 20, 2012 Notice of
Inquiry (NOI), MB Docket No. 12-203, regarding thennual Assessment of the Status of
Competition in the Market for the Delivery of Vid&sogramming.”

WGAW is a labor organization representing more t8&90 professional writers working in
film, television and new media, including news @odumentaries. Virtually all of the
entertainment programming and a significant portbnews programming seen on television
and in film are written by WGAW members and the rbers of our affiliate, Writers Guild of
America, East (jointly, “WGA”).

Legislation enacted to promote competition and g in the multichannel video
programming distribution (MVPD) market, includiniget Cable Act and the Telecommunications
Act, has largely failed to achieve these goalsoaspanies at all stages of the industry value
chain have implemented strategies to increase admfrdecreasing competition, often through
horizontal and vertical consolidation. The entraatsatellite and telephone company providers
to the cable television business has failed tceia®e competition. The Commission recently
reported that the average monthly cost for cabld®increased 5.4% in 2010 to $57.46
compared to a 1.6% increase in the Consumer Rritex|(CPI): The four largest MVPDs in the

U.S. provided service to 68 percent of all MVPDsribers nationally in 20£1up from 50

percent in 2003. As noted in our filing for the Commission’s"lAnnual Video Competition
Reporf, WGAW continues to be concerned with the lack efmingful competition and
diversity in the market for the delivery of videmgramming, and this concern has only been
heightened by events in the last twelve months. AB&ttempt to purchase T-Mobile would
have had a detrimental impact on the mobile vidadket. While this merger was blocked, the
recent approval of partnerships between the laigdde providers and Verizon will effectively
stifle mobile video from competing with MVPD videdferings. Further, actions by Comcast
and other wireline and wireless Internet serviaavlers (ISPs) to institute bandwidth caps will
stifle the development of competing Internet-deleeevideo offerings.

We are at a critical juncture in the developmenuf media marketplace. Online
distribution of video content holds real promiseifaproving the competitive landscape. The
Commission’s Open Internet Rules were a first gtg@otecting this marketplace. As incumbent
MVPDs look for ways to thwart new competitors ahd Open Internet Rules, the FCC and
Congress must act to foster competition. The laggetal expenditures required to enter the
MVPD market necessarily limit the number of potahtiompetitors. As such, it is necessary for
the government to limit the power of the incumbinmis to ensure market access for new
entrants. Such action would enhance competitioncanete, delivering real benefits to

consumers.

In this filing the WGAW provides updated information relevant aspects of MVPD market
competition and offers actionable proposals to Ipotitect and enhance competition in the
market for video programming.

Competition in Video Programming Continuesto Decline

In the era when television consisted of only thealdcast networks, viewers were offered
content from a vibrant and diverse pool of prodsceks we noted in our comments for thd'14
Annual Video Competition Report, the repeal of Emgancial Interest and Syndication Rules
(Fin-Syn) and subsequent consolidation that ocdusreong studios and networks has all but
eliminated independent production. In 1989, whenltitoadcast networks were required to
purchase programming from independent sources,afGbie Fall primetime schedule was
independent. A quarter of a century later, indepahgrogramming’s share of Fall primetime
programming on the broadcast networks has dectmed all-time low of 8 percent. Of the

eight independently produced series, only two arpted programs, both of which are produced

by Sony.

The overwhelming majority of programming aired be broadcast networks comes from

five companies: CBS Corporation, Comcast-NBCU, Bl@uwrporation, Time Warner and The

Walt Disney Company. These are the same five corapdinat own the broadcast networks.
The networks program very few independently prodwseries on their Fall schedules.
Examining independent programming by network revéat for the 2012 Fall schedule, none
of NBC'’s series are independently produced. OR&@rograms on NBC'’s Fall schedule, only 3
are not produced by NBC. Warner Bros. and Foxjcadly integrated media companies, are the
only other producers with series on NBC this falits application to acquire NBC Universal,
Comcast claimed the merger would be “pro-competitand enhance the diversity of cont&nt.
Neither the FCC nor the Department of Justice requComcast-NBCU to adhere to any
specific conditions regarding independent prograngmAs a result, NBC has effectively
eliminated independent programming on its fall siche, demonstrating the detrimental effects
of consolidation.

Competition for programming is further reducedthg growing practice among
broadcast networks to rely on in-house studiogddyce content. Currently, in-house
productions account for a majority of the broadecettvorks’ Fall schedule. Vertical integration

has all but eliminated competition for content hessathe broadcast networks predominately air

internally-produced content. The broadcast spectmimch is owned by the public and once
delivered programming from a diverse pool of pragtachas now effectively become an outlet
for the exclusive use of the vertically integrateddia conglomerates that control these

airwaves.

To expand our analysis of primetime programminghenbroadcast networks, we also
examined programming over the entire season, inmauskeries that premiered mid-season and in
the summer. This analysis reveals that the broadedasorks do offer more independently
produced series as the season progresses, buththmiaremains anemic.

The increased amount of independently producedseffered midseason or in the
summer highlights how independent content has belegated to second class status on the
broadcast networks. Fall marks the start of thadcast season and it has historically been the
time of year when the broadcast networks have itjieest ratings. Fall time periods are used to

launch television series assets that become we@ttors for the networks. The chart on the



following page details average monthly primetimengs for the broadcast networks from the
beginning of 2010 through this summer. It highlgyghow ratings peak in the Fall months, with
only February approaching the ratings achievetieabeginning of each season.
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Analysis of year-round programming reveals thatitfteadcast networks reserve this
premium time period for their own programming, vehihdependent content is used to fill less
desirable time periods, including those recentlyated by failed series and the summer months,

when viewership is at its lowest.

Even with the additional independent programmirfgref later in the season, none of
the networks’ primetime schedule featured more thagtthird independent programming.
Further, when looking at the full season of prograng, all the networks except ABC currently
own and produce more than 50 percent of their owmegiime schedule.

It is also worth noting that the independently progdd series airing on broadcast
networks in recent years are almost all so-caltedlity” programs likeAmerican Idol, X Factor
andThe ApprenticeThe table on the following page reveals that tlpregrams represent more
than 80 percent of all independent programmingherbroadcast networks. These programs are
typically enjoyed by viewers only once and do nenerate the same revenue from reruns,
syndication sales, DVDs or other revenues strefatsstripted shows do. As a result, the media
conglomerates are less interested in owning thexgams. The programming that is the most
important to own, the comedies and dramas thabeagxploited in multiple secondary markets

and generate revenue for years, are almost exelyssentrolled by 5 vertically integrated media



companies. In the past four seasons, only 3 indbp#rproducers have had sitcoms or dramas
shown on the broadcast networks.

Basic Cable Programming

In recent years original programming that was aydg found on the broadcast networks
has grown on the basic cable market. Basic calileonks account for 65 percent of primetime
television viewershig? While the basic cable market consists of more ks our analysis has
found that this growth has not helped addressniiaiance between independently produced
series and programming produced by vertically irgtggl media companies. Focusing our
analysis on primetime programming that is mostelpsubstitutable for broadcast television
series, we found that a minority of these programsindependently produced. These are
original dramas and comedies that are producethésame viewers that broadcast networks
attract and are the most important content assetw/mh. Over the past five television seasons,
this programming has emerged on 22 basic cableankeswOf these new competitors to
broadcast television programming, less than onetgyuaere produced by a company not owned
by a vertically integrated media company in the22Q012 television season. As the basic cable

market has grown, the number of independent skas®ssentially remained flat.

The Market for Video Programming Delivery isan Oligopoly

The market for video programming delivery contintebe dominated by a small
number of firms, which undermines competition aodtdbutes to rising cable rates. The four
largest MVPDs in the U.S. provided service to 68eet of all MVPD subscribers nationally in
20112 up from 50 percent in 2032. A four-firm concentration ratio of 68 percent eais that

the market for MVPD services is an oligopoly, whirese top firms unfairly profit from their

ability to exercise their market power and increasees. To reach a majority of consumers,
broadcast networks must reach agreement with foeseompanies.

Concentration in the MVPD market helps explain whble prices continue to rise faster
than the consumer price index (CPI). The lack téative competition allows the oligopoly
firms to raise prices above that of a competitiarkat and maximize profit at the expense of
consumers. The FCC’s most recent Cable IndustoeMeport found that average monthly
price for expanded basic cable in 2010 increasgégé&rcent over the previous year, to an
average of $57.46. The increase in the CPI inaneesperiod was just 1.6 percéhtThe rising
cost of basic cable services is a symptom of tloirdeeof competition among cable providers.

One of the primary reasons for the lack of comjetiin video delivery is the high
capital expenditure required to enter the marketiadn spent approximately $23 billion
deploying its FiOS network, which will pass only dfilion households when complet&d.
AT&T's U-verse network cost about half as much épldy per subscriber but has much more
limited bandwidth and cannot match the top Intespeteds offered by Verizon and cable
companies using DOCSIS 3.0. AT&T has also indic#étedl it will not significantly expand U-
verse beyond the 30 million households currentsspd:’ That leaves the majority of U.S.
households with, at most, the choice between ored,lwireline MVPD and the two national

DBS services.

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Media Companies are I mplementing Strategiesto Limit Competition

The recent spectrum and marketing deals betwedndreand several cable companies
will further mitigate the possibility of real comitéon in the video delivery market. These
agreements give the cable companies the abiliagitbVerizon’s wireless phone service to their
current bundle of services and the future optiorebfanding it as their own. This will reduce
subscriber turnover by increasing the cost of $wnig providers and disadvantage video
providers that cannot offer their own wireless phearvice. Further, because Verizon profits
from the sale of cable bundles, it has less ingerit expand its own wireline network in the
future.

Given this lack of competition in the market,stvital for government to protect
consumers. One way it can do this is to enable g@imgonline video distributors (OVDs) to
compete in the market on an equal footing with ¢¢gdVPDS. The Commission’s Open
Internet Rules are a positive step in that direchat are being undermined by incumbent
MVPDs’ implementation of arbitrary data caps anstdiminatory network policies.

Until recently, both Comcast and AT&T placed 258 @onthly limits on their
subscribers’ internet use. Comcast has since @saithat cap but is experimenting with a 300
GB allowance with the option to buy additional dathese caps limit the amount of online
video that can be streamed to a household andmr&xDs from replacing traditional video
service. Although the companies claim that data @ap necessary to reduce congestion on their
networks, Comcast itself has admitted that monthlys have nothing to do with any potential
congestion. As it stated in a letter to the CommigsThat [250 GB monthly] cap does not

address the issue of network congestion, whichtseBom traffic levels that vary from minute

to minute.™® Furthermore, one of the few analyses of real winiernet traffic found that
congestion only occurs at specific times and daps unish users who do not contribute to
congestiort?

Comcast has also used its position as an Int&emwice Provider (ISP) to discriminate
against competing online video services and infa¥ats own product. Earlier this year,
Comcast launched Xfinity Streampix to compete withdemand streaming services like
Netflix. Comcast decided that when accessed oweMicrosoft Xbox, Streampix would be
exempt from its own data caps while competing O¥Briges would count against the cap.
According to Comcast, the service is not subjeth&Open Internet Rules because it does not
travel over the public Internet but over a privagtwork. Nonetheless, testing by network
engineers suggests that Xfinity traffic to the Xbsxot traveling over a private network;
however, it is being prioritized over competingesdiraffic?® It is clear that data caps will
allow MVPDs to discriminate against Internet detee video, undermining competition in the
video marketplace.

Government Action is Necessary to Address Market Conditions

Despite the growth in channels and the entrancateilite and telephone providers, the
video programming market offers only the illusidichoice. At each stage within the industry
value chain, a few powerful companies use theitrobto limit competition. FCC action to alter
these market dynamics could help achieve the gdalersity and competition in the MVPD

market.

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Institute Minimum Requirements for Genuinely Incelemt Programming

As the WGAW and other industry groups have propakethg past FCC proceedings,
we strongly believe the FCC should institute a nesguent that the broadcast networks devote
not less than 25 percent of their primetime schetiuprogramming that is owned and produced
by independent sources. Such a requirement wopleégent meaningful promotion of a
competitive media marketplace. Independent produstieould be defined as studios or
production companies that are not owned or afiiatith a major broadcast or cable network or
an MVPD provider. The requirement should applydaoheprogramming category, including
scripted programming. The requirement must be nitéttive programming of original series
produced specifically for the network and not witims or television series that have previously
been exhibited in another market or platform.
Expand the Definition of an MVPD

Earlier this year the Media Bureau sought commentthe interpretation of the terms
“Multichannel Video Programming Distributor” and h&nnel” arising from a Program Access
complaint involving an OVD provider of a cable safigtion servicé> The WGAW supports an
interpretation of the MVPD definition that recogeszthat programming distributors need not
provide the transmission path in addition to thaéewi programming. The inclusion in the MVPD
definition of entities that make use of third-pafidgilities to provide video programming would
be consistent with Congressional intent to enhaocepetition in video programming
distribution. In recent years, with the developmamd adoption of high-speed Internet, it has
become possible for MVPDs to deliver multiple chalsrof video programming without owning

the “facilities” or the transmission path. Giver ttoncentration that currently exists in the

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MVPD market, this technological breakthrough copllaly an integral role in enhancing
competition. The WGAW urges adoption of a technmally-neutral definition of an MVPD
that contemplates the separation of transmissitmgrad subscription to video programming.
Maintain Program Access Rules

The Commission also sought comment on revisionlsgd’rogram Access Rules, which
prohibit exclusive contracts between a cable opeitd its affiliated programming, continue to
be necessary to promote competition among MVPDs.ddmmission extended these rules in
2002 and 2007 based on findings that exclusivitulddarm competition. We believe that
market conditions remain substantially the samerias years with MVPDs controlling a large
share of must-have programming. There are currddthycable-affiliated networks including 7
of the top 20 networks ranked by subscribers airdgtime rating$? A repeal of the Program
Access rule will not result in increased investmargrogramming to differentiate MVPD
competitors. Rather, a repeal would undoubtedlsemee program costs for competing MVPDs
or, worse still, lead to programming exclusivitatlirives competitors out of the market.

Repealing the prohibition on exclusivity would encage MVPDs to compete by
offering exclusive programming, which the WGAW lgetes would be detrimental to consumers
and content creators. Exclusivity of programmintwaeks would ensure that no consumer
could access the full range of programming avadathout having to subscribe to more than
one service. Consumers would be faced with theoogif less choice in programming or paying
more for multiple services.

The WGAW is also extremely concerned with the poémdustry consolidation that

may occur should the Commission allow programmixguesivity. To ensure access to the

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affiliated programming of competitors, the WGAW ifeghat MVPDs will acquire unaffiliated
programming networks to use as leverage in negmstIf exclusivity is allowed, we are
concerned that content created by WGA membersfitated programming networks may be
withheld from competitors. Losing access to podiofthe market could have a detrimental
effect on the television series written by our memsbeven if it provides a larger reward for the
MVPD that controls it. We urge the FCC to maintdia Program Access rules.
Prohibit Anti-Competitive Application of Bandwid@laps

Online video represents one of the few forms of petition to the current oligopoly in
the MVPD market. With a handful of companies colfitrg much of what consumers see on
television, the Internet has emerged as the viabdenative for diverse and independent video
programming. Already this potential is being readizvith original programming on Hulu and
YouTube. In addition, Netflix has commissioned #mral series that will debut television-
length episodes on its platform. Cable and telepdPDs are in a unique position, as they are
also ISPs, to limit these emerging competitorditrtvideo distribution business. Using
bandwidth caps to discriminate against independistriibutors will cause irreparable harm to
the rapidly developing online video market. The WM@Aas joined Public Knowledge in
requesting the Commission take immediate actiomag&omcast for violating the conditions
of the Merger Orde?® Further, the Commission should initiate an ingustide investigation
into the use of data caps and traffic prioritizatas possible violations of net neutrality and

protect consumers from these anti-competitive prest

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Mandate A la Carte Offerings

When selecting MVPD programming, consumers arereff little real choice. Rather,
MVPDs sell channel bundles that require consuneepay for all channels instead of the
networks they actually watch. MVPDs continue to abdnnels to bundled offerings but this
does not address consumer choice.

Instead of being guaranteed a podi@ubscription revenue by virtue of market
pwoer, channels would have to invest in programnangttract consumers. In Canada, Rogers
Communications offered a form of A la Carte thédvaed consumers to create their own
package of 15, 20 or 30 chann&l#any of the networks included in the A la Cartéedhgs
are U.S. basic cable networks.

A la Carte programming could also increase distittoucompetition. In recent months it
has been reported that several entities, incluBmagy, Intel and Apple, are interested in entering
the cable distribution business and offering chimada carté> However, news reports also
note that these new entrants have been delayeddseohthe current industry practice of

Prohibit Further Media Consolidation

It is evident that the media marketplace needgetmore competitive, not less.
Consumers deserve access to more diverse contétess. Content creators deserve a market
where competition for their product allows thencépture the economic value which matches
their contribution to the final product. Any merggepartnership or joint ventures, whether they
are primarily horizontal or vertical, will only sex to exacerbate the detrimental trends currently
in place. The FCC must scrutinize any proposed anedirgers that reduce the number of
competitive firms at any stage of the productioaictand meet its public interest obligations to

protect diversity and competition by acting dea$pnto prohibit further media consolidation.

Conclusion

There has never been a more important time foF@@ to use its regulatory authority to
protect the public interest. The deregulation amasolidation that has occurred in the past two
decades has eroded a once vibrant programming tnévkiers must sell their creative ideas to
a small group of powerful media companies thatrd@tee what content consumers may watch.
The current wave of horizontal and vertical mergard partnerships among incumbent firms
has further reduced competition. Consolidationdesome a form of censorship. The rise of the
Internet represents the best possibility for themance of real competition, but incumbent
MVPDs are using their market power to actively unaae this possibility. Absent strong
protections, the diversity and competition thgtessible will never been realized. We urge the

Commission to act on its public interest mandatertonote competition.
